Russian Conservatism and Reform, 1907-1914

Conservatives displayed deep dissatisfaction with the state of affairs in Rus-
sia in 1907-1914. A critical attitude toward reality was expressed more
strongly by extreme right-wing supporters of the All-Russian Dubrovinist Un-
ion of Russian People and less strongly by relatively moderate sympathizers
of the All-Russian National Union. Over time, dissatisfaction spread from the
right to the left, capturing even representatives of the left flank of Russian
conservatism by the beginning of World War I. Their negative mood in-
creased especially after the death of Stolypin, who was accepted as a symbol
of conservative reform implemented in a «national spirit». Conservatives of
various persuasions, advocates and opponents of reform, came together in a
negative evaluation of the current uncertain situation which satisfied neither.

An explanation for this must be sought above all in the conservatives’ at-
titude toward Russian modernization. Although Russian conservatism did not,
in principle, reject the need to adapt to new realities, it was extremely difficult
for conservatives to accept that variant of socioeconomic and political mod-
ernization that was taking place in Russia in practice.

The social base of Russian conservatism was patently inadequate for the
new trends. According to statistical data about the deputies of the Third and
Fourth Duma conservative factions attracted individuals from the dominating
ethno-confessional group, who, at the same time due to poverty, low level of
education, and connection with stagnating agriculture were deprived of real
chances for success in a quickly modernizing Russia. Russian conservatism
had become the political expression of the interests of social strata that were
losing their influence and were those least adapted to the new conditions.
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There existed another, «ideological-value» dimension to the conflict be-
tween conservatives and the status quo. The ideals of Russian conservatives
on the eve of World War | were openly archaic and, in essence, presented
themselves as variations of the notorious Uvarov’s triad «orthodoxy, autoc-
racy, nationality». Describing their vision of an optimal political organization,
they allotted the central place to autocracy, insisted on the necessity to se-
cure the dominant position for the Russian and Orthodox majority. They ar-
gued that agriculture was destined to remain eternally the key branch of na-
tional economy.

The introduction of representative legislative institutions, rise of economic
influence of some national minorities, rapid industrial growth, and serious
problems in agriculture directly contradicted the conservatives’ notion of the
optimal model for the state’s structure. Political and socio-economic moderni-
zation was looked at as at mortal danger to the old regime, or even as the
beginning of a Gétterddmmerung. In this situation, conservatives worked out
a series of political and socio-economic programs which became alternatives
to official policies. Their rejection gave rise to a wave of gloomy forecasts and
eschatological expectations; the famous Durnovo memorandum was only one
example of documents expressing emotions of this kind. Conservative viewed
the future with pessimism, and this pessimistic mood turned to be justified by
the catastrophic events in a few years.

Before the Great War, conservatives had stopped viewing themselves as
buttresses of the Russian political system. This condition, no less than pres-
sure from the left, brought about the quick and irreversible disintegration of
the 3"-of-June Regime. The pre-1917 status-quo definitely did not suit social-
ists or liberals, but neither did it satisfy the conservatives.
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Foreword

Russian conservatism in the years between the end of the first Russian revo-
lution and the start of the First World War was a diverse movement rich in
ideas and values, offering a vision counter to the troubled realities of those
times, Mikhail Loukianov shows us in this deeply researched and carefully ar-
gued study. Simple stereotypes of Russian conservatives as unquestioning
defenders of the state’s ideology and the status quo are inadequate to de-
scribe their complex perspectives on their age: their ambivalent view of
Nicholas II’'s autocracy; their advocacy of an alternative path of national de-
velopment; their troubled awareness of the dangerous weakening of Ortho-
dox Russian ethno-confessional predominance in the empire; their growing
pessimism.

Drawing on a wide range of published and unpublished primary sources,
but also on comparative insights from the history of western European con-
servatism, and focusing on the troubled years between the revolution of 1905
and the start of the First World War, Loukianov offers a nuanced account of a
movement marked by an often paradoxical mixture of vision, feeling, imagina-
tion, and energy alongside reaction, ambivalence, blindness, and disorgani-
zation. Loukianov allows us to hear a wide range of conservative voices, from
moderate nationalists to the far Right, and not limited to the best-known pub-
licists and leaders from Moscow and St. Petersburg. Indeed, he is sensitive to
the many differences among conservatives, who shared, by definition, a belief
in the value of traditions and a desire to preserve what was best from the past
but not a consistent view of what those best qualities were nor how to pro-
mote them.

Loukianov recovers largely forgotten voices of the past, but he does not
romanticize them. He helps us understand conservative values and ideas in
order better to understand those times of crisis and possibility in Russian life,
not to find heroes nostalgically to admire as alternatives to those who ulti-
mately won the battle to shape Russia’s future. With scholarly care and bal-
ance, Loukianov describes and analyzes the conservative vision — the alter-
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native values and plans they articulated but also the archaism of their ideals
and their failures of logic and strategy — without judgmental editorializing
about the prerevolutionary past or, for that matter, the postsocialist present
(today, of course, conservative nationalist ideas, including the leitmotif “Rus-
sia for the Russians,” are finding new life).

In detailing the ideological and moral vision of conservatives, with all due
attention to the various differences among them, Loukianov shows the con-
tinued power of the early nineteenth-century ideological trinity of Orthodoxy,
Autocracy, and Nationality (HapogHocTtb), along with the precursors of this
conservative dogma, notably the anti-reform historical and political arguments
of Nikolai Karamzin. If anything, the conditions in Russia after 1905 inspired a
revival of these old principles, perhaps precisely because they were so em-
battled. Orthodoxy and especially the church had become less influential in
public life. The absolute power of the monarch was weakened by the rise of
civic organizations but also by the state’s own reforms in 1905-06 (ambivalent
and hesitant, to be sure, but still erosive). And the bonds of understanding
and love between tsar and people that HapogHocTb romanticized were be-
coming less and less plausible in the face of sharpening popular political and
social discontent.

In chapters focusing on political philosophy, conceptions of government,
views of nationhood and ethnicity, and social and economic thought, Lou-
kianov carefully documents both the critical perspectives and positive ideals
of Russian conservatives. He describes their classic conservative skepticism
about human reason and will and their respect for tradition as a more organic
source for development. Out of these core beliefs arose their conviction in the
need for the strong hand of ordering authority and community and the virtues
of social hierarchy. They viewed democratic institutions with disdain for as ill-
suited to Russia’s national character and traditions (though this did not pre-
vent their participation in the new Duma). They insisted instead on the neces-
sity and virtue of autocratic state power (indeed, they saw the tsar as the only
proper political subject). Measured against their vision of ideal autocracy, they
viewed the practices of the actual government and the current autocrat with
ambivalence at best (of course, Nicholas Il was himself uneasy about the
course of economic modernization and political reform for which he was for-
mally responsible). Conservatives were also determined to bolster Russian
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ethnic and confessional dominance within the multinational empire (and the
authority of the autocracy and the Church as defenders of Russianness),
though this was increasingly less out of faith in Russian superiority and mis-
sion than out of an anxious and defensive distrust of the dangers posed by
increasingly mobilized and influential minorities, especially Jews, whom many
conservatives, Loukianov shows, viewed in increasingly racialized terms as
an endemically dangerous and unassimilable Other.

Woven through these political positions was a reluctance to accept the
social and moral conditions of modernity, a critique that in some ways brought
them interpretively close to the socialists they so despised. Although they
valued private property and enterprise, this regard was tempered by a highly
negative view of “capitalists” and the “bourgeoisie” as selfish promoters of
personal interest rather than the national good. Conservatives shared the
widespread view that capitalism, as a system of social relations, was morally
harmful and even dehumanizing. Phrases in conservative rhetoric like “06e3-
ayweHne nnuyHoctn,” nearly impossible to translate, echo a widespread and
resonant civic concern in Russia, heard among socialists and liberals as well
as among conservatives, with the harm modern life inflicted on the human
person and self (nn4HocTb). For similar reasons they had a marked distaste
for the artificiality, alienation, and fractures of urban life—especially of the
capital city, St. Petersburg. Likewise, conservatives viewed the Russian
state’s policies of forced industrialization as harmful—they idealized, instead,
natural economic development grounded in the dominant agrarian economy
as more balanced and humane. To ameliorate social tensions, they looked
not to greater equality or rights but to patriarchal social relations (including the
leadership of landed nobles) and the protective and regulating role of the
state.

Loukianov emphasizes how divorced this conservative vision was from
contemporary realities. In their “extreme archaism” (kpanHas apxan4HOCTb),
Russian conservatives, Loukianov argues, differed from most western Euro-
pean conservatives, who in various ways reconciled themselves with modern
development. This vision was also, in the end, debilitating and fatal, he sug-
gests, for their vehement defense of an archaic political order and ideology
and archaic economic and social relations was unlikely to yield anything but
frustration. Unwilling to compromise with existing reality, they futilely hoped to
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make reality adjust. The few conservatives, he says, who supported the path
of reform taken in Russia were “outsiders” to mainstream conservatism. In
many respects, though, we can see that all conservatives were outsiders—
alienated from the modest reformism of the autocracy, from the demands of
liberals and socialists for faster and deeper reform, from the widespread de-
sire among the population for representative democracy and social leveling,
even from modernity itself.

Conservatives often began to despair over the state of the nation, the
empire, and the modern world. As is often the case, emotions were entwined
with ideas in conservative judgments about the conditions of their times.
Thus, for example, the conservative moral critique of both capitalism and so-
cialism was constructed around notions of the harm caused by feelings of
class envy and hatred and by a materialism that de-emphasized spiritual and
moral values. More generally, many conservatives viewed the contemporary
world in emotionally dark tones. They felt that a new “time of troubles” (cmyT-
Hoe BpeMms) had descended on Russia: that Russia’s internal life was marked
by increasing “fragility,” “chaos,” and “disorder’ (Henpo4yHoOCTb, XaocC, He-
cTpoeHue), by a “depraved” atmosphere of “cowardice, egoism, baseness,
and lies” (manogywue, aromsm, NOANOCTb, 1 NOXb), and by lack of faith. In re-
sponse, in both public and private, many conservatives admitted to feeling
hopeless and “depressed” (yHbIHUE), t0 a spreading “feeling of sorrow” (4yB-
cTBO ckopbu). They were not alone. Even many liberal commentators writing
in Russia’s newspapers and journals in these prewar years, spoke of a wide-
spread public mood of “disenchantment” (pasodapoBaHue), “melancholy”
(Tocka), lack of faith, “tragedy” (Tparnam), and uncertainty. Ideological con-
servatives were not the only public voices in Russia between the wake of
revolution and the start of the world war speaking of the approach of “catas-
trophe.” It is one of the many strengths of Loukianov’s excellent study—the fi-
nal word of which, we note, is kaTactpoga—that we can see here clearly the
ideas and values that helped conservatives perceive the crisis of their age but
also led them to respond to Russia’s modern condition in such a way that
their own catastrophe was made all the more certain.
